Foreword by the Chair of the Community

I am delighted to present the annual report for Llanllwchaearn Community Council. 

The report provides an overview of the Council's work during the period 1 April 2022 

to 31 March 2023. 

In general, a community council has very little power. However, a community council 

can make a significant contribution to the life of the area in five distinct ways: 

• making representations to public consultations across the policy areas of 

Welsh Government, public bodies and the County Council, 

• comment on local planning applications, 

• be a voice for the concerns of local residents in public affairs, 

• contribute financial aid to local organisations and institutions, and  

• by developing its own projects that contribute to improving the quality of life of 

local residents. 

Of these five aspects, the last two have the greatest potential to contribute positively 

to our local community. Llanllwchaearn Community Council is proud of its record in 

trying to achieve that. 

It is a privilege to be a community councillor and to play a leading role in the life of 

the neighbourhood. It’s been my privilege for over a quarter of a century. I’ve also 

been honoured to have chaired the Council from time to time during that period.  

Government policies regarding town and community councils are constantly 

changing and regulatory requirements have increased considerably in recent 

decades. Unfortunately, those changes don't always feel pertinent to a small council 

in a rural area. There will no doubt be challenges in that direction again in the future. 

We have to be alert. 

It is a pleasure to work with an enthusiastic and harmonious group of councillors. We 

thank the Clerk, Sioned Davies, for her diligence and guidance. We trust that we can 

continue to serve Llanllwchaearn for years to come.

Role and Function of the Council 
 

 

The Role of the Council 

 

Work carried out by the Community Council 

The Local Government Act 1972 states that all parts of Wales are placed in an 

administrative 'community'.  Each administrative community has a local council – a 

community council or a town council.2 

The Community Council is the lowest tier of local government and is closest to the 

public in meeting local needs. The Council has a number of statutory rights and 

duties. 

 

What is the structure of the Council? 

A list of your local councillors is provided on the next page of the report. 

Llanllwchaearn Community Council has 7 Councillors. They do not represent any 

political party in particular. They are elected every 4 years.  

A part-time Financial Clerk/Officer is employed to handle all arrangements for 

meetings, preparing agendas and minutes, and dealing with financial and 

administrative matters related to the implementation of the Council's work. 

Contractors are also employed to carry out specialist work such as repairs and 

maintenance, e.g., grass cutting. 

The Community Council comments on planning applications within the community 

before they’re decided upon by Ceredigion County Council. The Community Council 

provides funding for events, clubs and services within the community. The Council 

also appoints a member to sit on the governing body of Ysgol Bro Siôn Cwilt. 

 

How does the Council work? 

Any work undertaken by the Council will be implemented following decisions made in 

open meetings. All actions are paid for with public money received by the Council by 

means of a precept which is raised as part of the Council Tax set by Ceredigion 

County Council. 

 
2In England, the term "Parish Councils" is still used but in Wales, however, the legal and constitutional term for 
these units of local government administration is known as 'Community Councils'. 
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What is the Council precept? 

In 2022/23 the Council's precept was set at £10,800.00 The precept is the 

administrative mechanism by which the Council’s funds are raised. The Council's 

responsibilities include activities such as grass cutting, defibrillator maintenance and 

grant giving to local organisations and institutions. 

 

Can the public attend meetings? 

By all means. You are welcome to attend our meetings – which we would 

encourage. You will be able to observe and listen to the discussion. However, 

members of the public have no right to participate in Council discussions or give their 

views during the meeting. However, there may be exceptional circumstances in 

which the Chair is permitted to call for input by the public and for individuals to make 

a statement.  

Council meetings are held monthly, excepting August, and are usually held on the 

second Thursday evening of the month. The meetings are held at Caerwedros Hall, 

which is not within the community, but the venue allows meetings to be held as 

hybrid meetings – i.e., with attendees both in the hall and on Zoom. 

 

AGM 

The annual meeting is a legal obligation as set out in the Local Government Act 

1972. Annual meetings must be held in May. The date is decided on by the Council. 

The first item on the agenda is to elect the Chair of the Community Council for the 

following twelve months. 

 

Election 

To be elected as a Councillor a member must be qualified under the law, be a British 

Citizen and must have attained the age of 21. 

The applicant must also be: 

• a registered local government voter, 

• an occupier, during the whole twelve months preceding that day, as owner or 

tenant of any other land or premises in the same locality, 

• the principal, or sole place of work, during twelve months before the election, 

has been in that area, or 

• lived during the whole twelve months in that area, or within three miles of that 

area.

achieved the following: 

 

Consultation on Second Homes 

The Community Council submitted detailed comments to  the Welsh Government's 

consultation on second homes. 

 

Local Housing Survey 

We worked with other community councils in the area to survey local housing needs. 

 

Public paths in Llanllwchaearn 

The Community Council has created a sub-committee to produce a pamphlet to 

promote a selected number of walks along public footpaths within the area. The aim 

is to encourage local residents and tourists to appreciate our natural heritage. 

 

Traffic Calming 

The Community Council continues to seek improvements for traffic calming in 

Pentre'r Bryn, Cross Inn and other villages in the area. 

 

Speed Limit extended down Penrhiwgaled lane 

The Community Council has applied to the County Council for the authority to 

consider extending the speed limit down Lôn Penrhiwgaled. 

 

Pavement at Pentre'r Bryn 

The Council is in discussions with Ceredigion County Council about installing a 

pavement at Pentre'r Bryn. 
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Maen-y-groes defibrillator 

The Community Council has purchased a new steel box to shelter the defibrillator in 

Maen-y-groes from the effects of the weather. 

 

Cross Inn Play Area 

A significant application has been made to the National Lottery to renovate the play 

area at Cross Inn. 

 

Training Programme 

A new training plan was put in place during 2022/23 to ensure that all councillors are 

fully aware of the Council’s duties and processes and their responsibilities as 

Councillors. 

 

Community Council Policies 

A number policies were reviewed and adopted during the year.  

 

Planning Applications 

Local planning applications are considered at each meeting and comments 

presented to Ceredigion County Council Planning Department accordingly. 

 

Increasing the Council's public profile 

The Community Council continued to publicise its work by developing relevant 

information on the website and on its Facebook page.
